What’s New for 2012?? 

 

French Immersion for 2012/13…what will it look like  
at Lakeview/Central Public Schools?  
Lakeview and Central schools are welcoming the French Immersion 
Program as a team !    

 

Grade one  French Immersion is now being offered as an option for 
your child leaving Senior Kindergarten. Grade 4 and Grade 5 will also 
be entry points for the French Immersion Program and being delivered 
at Central Public School. Lakeview will continue to offer the French Im-
mersion Program for students in Grades 6 to 8. 

 

Where is my child going to go to participate in the  French Immer-
sion program in West Niagara?  

Grade 1 to Grade 5 will be at Central School 

Grade 6 to Grade 8 will be at Lakeview School 

Registrations for the program will take place beginning January 9th 
(online – https://app.dsbn.edu.on.ca/fsl/  and applications will be avail-
able at DSBN schools) until February 29th.  Enclosed in this newslet-
ter  is a key messages information flyer for parents/guardians around 
the information session at Central School  for January 30th at 7pm .

eBooks are here!  

DSBN has purchased over 100 titles 
(some with multiple copies) for students 
in the Board to access and read 
through Destiny (our library website).  
These are eBooks, not eReaders so 

you can check them out and read them on your home 
computer for 2 weeks.  The books are automatically 
checked in at the end of the loan period. 

To search for eBooks and check them out, go to http://
destiny.dsbn.org and log in with your child’s username 
and password (the same one they use at school).  In 
the catalog tab under the material type, select eBook.  
This will search for ALL ebooks in DSBN, some will be 
high school age and some will be elementary age (you 
can also limit the search by reading level and interest 
level).  Click on a eBook that you may want to read 
and to check it out, select the on-line option.  This way, 
your child can access the book from any computer as 
long as they are logged into Destiny.  Some eBooks 
will read to your child and some you will have to read 
with and to your child (or they can read it on their own).  
They have a book mark option to hold their spot until 
they read it again.   

This is another great way to READ using technology.

At times when student transportation has been cancelled and schools remain open, the decision of whether 
or not to have children go to school that day rests with the parent or guardian.  Should you decide not to 
send your child to school when transportation has been cancelled but schools remain open, or if your child is 
ill or late, please ensure that you call the school to inform them of your child’s absence.   

Cold Weather Alerts at DSBN  
 
Winter is a time of wonder for many children; many enjoy the crisp air, the freshly fallen snow and participating in a whole host of 
exciting winter sports and activities. 
 
Although we feel it is important for students to spend some time outside each day exercising and socializing with their peers, there 
are times when bitterly cold temperatures and other inclement weather conditions require that we keep children inside. 
 
Because Niagara is such a large geographical area, and weather conditions may vary from one municipality to the next, the decision 
whether or not to hold recess outdoors is made by the individual school principal. When making this decision, principals will often 
consult with neighbouring schools, talk with parents as they arrive in the morning, and if the decision to send children outside is 
made, will equip yard duty staff with walkie-talkies so that they can communicate with the office to sound the bells to bring students in 
earlier. 
 
The health and well-being of our students is a top priority at the District School Board of Niagara, and if it is determined that the 
weather conditions pose a risk to their safety, students will be kept indoors. Extreme cold weather alerts issued by the Niagara Re-
gion are often good indicators that students will stay inside. 
 
Even when temperatures are not low enough to necessitate an indoor recess, it still may be quite cold outside. Here are a few tips to 
help ensure that your child stays warm during the cold winter months. 
 
• Try to send children to school with plenty of layers, such as long underwear, sweatshirts, sweaters and pullovers. Layering their 
clothing will allow them to add or remove items depending on the weather. 
 
• Students should have a warm winter coat that repels the snow, sleet and rain, while blocking the wind. 
• Warm socks and boots will keep their feet warm and dry in the snow and slush. 
 
• Hats are one of the most important parts of dressing warmly in the winter. A thick winter hat will keep students from losing too much 
of that essential body heat. 
 
• Put on a good pair of gloves or mittens that are water-resistant as well. Gloves will keep kids’ hands toasty warm and protect their 
skin from becoming damaged by the wind and chill.

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Did you know that Canadian children/youth ages six to 19 spend an average of 8.6 hours per 
day, or 62 per cent of their waking hours, being sedentary? 

Here are some ways to help your children meet the recommended 60 minutes of moderate-
to-vigorous physical activity each day: 

 

Limit recreational screen time to no more than two hours per day 

Encourage children and youth to play outdoors 

Play outside with your children:  

Go for walks, hikes, build snowmen, go tobogganing 

Introduce your child to skates or skis so they can learn to slide 

Play catching games using a wide range of soft objects
